News: NEW DIGITAL GOVERNANCE: The new CCPA takes effect on January
1, 2020. Your website must implement new privacy consent and notice
requirements to be compliant. This new law intends to protect the privacy of

personal information for all California residents.

California Consumer Privacy Act (CCPA)

The CCPA protects California residents’ personal information or data and privacy.
This bill was signed into law by the Governor of California on June 1, 2018. The
CCPA goes into effect on January 1, 2020.

e Do the company executives and directors have a report on all tags
including unknown or unauthorizing tags?

residents?
